Construction
has started. The Center Elementary School driveway and
parking expansion project is underway, and the targeted
completion date is January 2019, weather permitting. The
FLM campus expansion project will begin in January. The
multi-purpose event center is in the conceptual/design phase.
It will be an amazing, beautiful, and accommodating facility.
We hope to “break ground” this Spring! Center High School
will see HVAC improvements beginning this summer. The
other projects will start after that. In all, the entire building
program will take three years.
